1. Open the Homework2.xls workbook. On the Quarter worksheet make the following changes:

a. Calculate the Yearly Total in column F.
b. Calculate the Next Years Projection in column G using the percentage given in cell B3.

c. Calculate the Total and Average in rows 12 and 13 respectively.
d. Merge and Center the title Annual Regional Sales Report over A1-H1.

e. Change the font on the merged cell to 20 pts. Bold it. Fill the cell your favorite color and add a 12.5% shading.
f. Bold all the labels in row 6 and column A.

g. Increase the indent for the Region names.

h. Convert all the numeric data to the currency format with no $ sign.

i. Place a Double Bottom Boarder on cells B10 – H10.
j. Format cell B3 as a percent.
k. Turn on Text Wrap for cells A3, F6, and G6 



2. Create a 3D Column Chart that compares the first quarter to the forth quarter. Be sure to include all appropriate labels. Your chart should appear as in object in the Quarter worksheet.

3. Switch to the Graph 1 worksheet. Calculate the Averages in the row and column titled Average. Create a Line Chart that shows the price of the stocks.
